Scheme of Examination

Classes I to X

First Term

Type of Assessment Weightage Month Term wise Weightage 
Formative Assessment, FA 1 10% Apr-May 2010

FA 1 + FA 2 = 20 %Formative Assessment, FA 2 10% July- Aug 2010
Summative Assessment, SA 1 20 % September 2010 SA 1 = 20 %

Second Term

Formative Assessment,  FA  3 10% Oct-Nov 2010
FA 3 + FA 4 = 20% Formative Assessment, FA 4 10% Jan-Feb 2011

Formative Assessment, FA 2 40% March 2011 SA 2 = 40% 

Total Formative Assessments = FA 1 + FA 2 + FA 3 + FA 4 = 40 % 

Summative Assessments = SA1 + SA 2 = 60 %

Promotion Rules

Classes I to V

While reporting students’ achievement in different areas, indirect grading in absolute scales 
having five points will be used. The grades will stand for the following distribution of marks. 

A * 95 – 100
A 80 – 94
B 65 – 79
C 50 – 64
D Less than 49

Note: 
1. Students getting D in two subjects will get a retest in the particular subjects. 
2. Students getting more than two D will be counselled to repeat the class, in the 

interest of the student’s learning.

Classes VI to VIII

As a follow up of the above initiatives the scheme of Continuous and Comprehensive 
Education (CCE) would be implemented in the above classes. The evaluation would be done 
on a seven point grading system, detailed as under: 

A * 90 and above 
A 80 – 89
B* 70 – 79
B 60 – 69
C 45 – 59 
D 33 – 44 
E Below 33 percent 

Note: 

1. Students getting D in two subjects will get a retest in the particular subjects. 
2. Students getting more than two D will be counselled to repeat the class, in the 
interest of the student’s learning. 

Classes IX & X

The Certificate of School Based Assessment on Continuous Comprehensive Assessment 
will be available from CBSE at the end of Class X. This will be filled up in the school and 
sent to the concerned Regional Officer in CBSE for counter signature. 

The nine point grading scale for measuring Scholastic achievements is reproduced below :
